Honorary President for Life: Robin Room - elected 2011



Kettil Bruun Society has elected Robin Room as Honorary President for Life for his longstanding contributions to the Society. He was a major force in founding the KBS, has been a critical influence in its growth and development and has served as historian as well as many other roles for the benefit of the Society.
Robin Room grew up in Sydney and received his higher education in the U.S., with a PhD in sociology from the University of California, Berkeley.  He was the Scientific Director of the Alcohol Research Group in Berkeley, a U.S. National Alcohol Research Center, from 1977 to 1991, and then the Vice-President for Research at the Addiction Research Foundation of Ontario, Canada, from 1991 to 1998. In 1999 he was appointed as a professor and the founding director of the Centre for Social Research on Alcohol and Drugs at Stockholm University. In March, 2006, he became Professor of Alcohol Policy Research at the School of Population Health of the University of Melbourne and the Director of the Centre for Alcohol Policy Research at Turning Point Alcohol and Drug Centre.  He has worked on social, cultural and epidemiological studies of alcohol, drugs and gambling behaviour and problems, and studies of social responses to alcohol and drug problems and of the effects of policy changes.  He was one of the research team on the International Collaborative Study of Alcoholics Anonymous. Among his awards is the Jellinek Memorial Award for Alcohol Studies.
