BARS 

 

Many of the bars listed below serve also excellent food. 

 1. King Size Pub        (Official conference pub) 

With the perfect name for a 'big is beautiful' bar, King Size 

pub is a cleverly zoned super-bar in the heart of Lausanne’s 

hip and happening Le Flon area. Service is British pub-style, 

along with the beers and the décor. In summer there’s a 

huge street terrace running the length of the building for 

great after work get-togethers. Inside, the wood-paneled 

snug with bar and fireplace is great for private functions. Every night there’s a chance to see 

the unique Dueling Pianos (when two pianists battle it out to play requests on baby grands!). 

Sandwiches, tea and Italian coffee available all day.

2. Colony Lounge Bar

the best DJs of the moment. Concerts are free. For eating, 

possibility is to check out the Mexican menu at Poco Loco restaurant (in the same place).

4. Café Luna 

Very popular in Lausanne, Café Luna is a nice place to meet people 

and for sipping cocktails. It is famous for its trendy and relaxed 

setting, its warm and cosy atmosphere. The interior is quite nice 

with cosy sofas and a large bar. Tables on the pavement, exterior 

summer terrace. Furthermore, they offer exhibitions and musical 

evenings. It is one of best places to start off the night in the town, 

and some good clubs are just around the corner.

5. Les Brasseurs 

Les Brasseurs is a lively and warm place. It is a very typical 

drinking place in the centre of Lausanne, easily to reach. They 

offer an assortment of homemade beers and the particularity 

of this brewery is beers are produced directly on site. 

Spacious and built on several levels, the brewery is always full 

at night. Dishes are served as well, so they are famous for 

their tarte flambee (a kind of 'French pizza' from Alsace made 

from a very thin layer of pastry topped with sour cream, chopped onions and bacon).

6. Bleu Lézard 

The Blue Lizard is a charming bistro-bar and nightclub. It is 

one of the favourite places of Lausanne locals. Bleu Lezard 

consists of two floors: the hip local bar and restaurant at the 

street level and the club below. Interior of the establishment 

is quite artistically decorated. It is often used for art 

exhibitions. Furthermore, they offer a nice selection of wines 

and beers, good food, live music.

Created in 1983, Captain Cook is one of the liveliest English pubs in Lausanne. Decorated 

such traditional local pubs, this place serves a large variety of beers from around the world, 

including famous Irish and English brands. Furthermore, it often provides themed evenings 

and special promotions on drinks. It is also a nice place for playing traditional English pub 

game: darts and you even can find pinball machines. The pub is usually very busy in the 

evenings and week-ends, thus, it is strongly recommended to go before 7pm. Its ideal 

location in the heart of Lausanne makes this place very hard to avoid during your stay.
